This new
expansion is at Ndima, in the Nebbi District, an area
of the West Nile region, bordering Congo. This area
is water scarce and people live in poverty.

The extension at Ndima will require 7 kms of piping
and will provide an estimated 2,560 people in 7
villages with virtually unlimited access to clean
water, close to their homes. This extension will also
provide water to the local primary school.

With AWWOA contributing 50% of the budget, this
can be done in 2025!
